PRUSSIA COMES TO DEFENSE OF ALLIES

RUSSIAN DECLARATION AGAINST AUSTRIA LEADS TO WAR IN EAST
BERLIN – Count Matthias Von Majewski announced that Prussia had officially declared war on the aggressive and belligerent Russian Empire this morning.  The decision was made after word arrived in the Capital that the Russian government had declared war against Austria earlier in the week.  “For the second time in a few short years, the true nature of the Russian government has reared its ugly head.  The names of the Russian diplomats may have changed since their last unprovoked assault on an undeserving neighbor, but their actions are as unconscionable as the previous administration” the Count stated.  The Kurier has learned that an Austrian messenger arrived yesterday with a personal message for King Markus Von Wilhelm Majewski from Austrian Kaiser Dancis himself.  Count Von Majewski refused to confirm the existence of such a letter.  “Prussia is under obligations from three separate diplomatic arrangements and we will stand-by our Austrian brethren no matter the circumstance,” the Count elaborated.  The Count also announced that the army had been reorganized into two Wings to be commanded by the King and himself.

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TROOPS MOBILIZE AMID FLOOD OF RECRUITS

TILSIT – Prussian Eastern Theater forces were in full mobilization procedures throughout this Prussian gem of a city as hostile Russian cavalry forces, some of the same that terrorized Polish citizens in the last campaign, began to make aggressive movements towards and occasionally across the Prussian border.  The Kurier has learned that the King himself, Markus Wilhelm Von Majewski, is en-route to Prussian Poland to take personal command of the Eastern War effort.  “As a noble with the highest level of honor and integrity, the King is prepared to teach this collection of revolutionary riff-raff a lesson they will not soon forget,” said General Nicholas Ramage, Prussian Chief-of-Staff.  The Prussian government has remained very quiet in regards to troop concentrations in the Eastern Theater, and even now the location of Prussian forces is largely unknown.  The Russians have massed in very large numbers across the Austrian border in what is obviously a preconceived and thorough plot to initiate war.  Their concentrations along the Prussian countryside are less known.

Thousands of Poles have flocked across the bridge and into Prussian recruiting offices upon hearing that war looms.  “If Russians cannot be truthful with the Prussians and Austrians, their equals as I see things, than what do you think they will do with us?” one Polish volunteer asked.  The Von Majewskis, long-time lovers of Prussian art and architecture, have completely restored the bridge after it was damaged by Russian troops in the previous war.  The Prussian shore batteries at Koenigsberg, also deliberately sabotaged and destroyed by Russian occupiers, have been restored and reportedly upgraded.         

ALLIES STAND BY PROMISES TO BERLIN

BERLIN – Spirits in the Capital were further bolstered by royal proclamations from King George IV of England and Friedrich-August in Saxony declaring war on Russia.  Denmark’s declaration is expected to follow shortly, according to an unnamed source close to the Danish royal family.  The entry of the British and the Danes is a huge boon for the tiny but vigilant Prussian royal navy, especially when the disastrous Russian naval policies of the last war are kept in mind.  Despite the revolving-door policy that Russia has used in regards to most positions, the Naval Ministry, among the most poorly performing of all Russian departments during the last war, has nonetheless remained virtually intact.  It remains to be seen whether their performance will improve this time around, or with the announcements of Prussian maritime allies, whether Russian ships will even actively seek to engage allied navies.  
PRUSSIAN FORCES ANXIOUS TO JOIN FIGHT FOR DUTCH SANCTITY

NAMUR – The Prussian expeditionary force in Holland has thus far not engaged in major hostilities as they have rushed to support allied forces in the area.  The force was dispatched by King Markus last season as part of a multinational defense force at the request of Dutch allies under the Treaty of Braunschweig.  The Prussian forces have been further bolstered by the arrival of the crack Fourth Prussian Guards Division which arrived earlier this month.  France and Wuerttemberg, whilst claiming that the need for Allied defensive forces in Holland was unnecessary, have poured over the Dutch borders in waves in an effort to overwhelm the multinational defenders of European nobility.  There are unconfirmed reports of heavy fighting in the Ghent region, with casualties running high on both sides.  The Kurier has learned from multiple sources that heavy fighting between France and Prussian forces is imminent.

peace deal.          

PLANNERS STUNNED BY GRODNO CONDITIONS
GRODNO – Prussian city planners and administrators were horrified at even the most basic living conditions – or lack there of – upon their arrival at the newest Prussian city of Grodno.  The housing conditions were deplorable, and it remains unclear as to whether even the most basic standards of Prussian hygienic decency were observed in the city under Russian rule.  Since Prussian liberation of Grodno, the Prussian government has embarked on a variety of improvements to increase the quality of life, and incidents of disease and associated deaths have decreased over the last twelve months.  “I am not sure whether these sorts of basic problems exist throughout Russia, but I do remember a very similar smell permeating Moscow when we were there a few years back,” said a Prussian Health Ministry official who accompanied the Prussian diplomatic delegation that signed the Treaty of Moscow in 1793.  

DEAL APPEARS CLOSE

BERLIN – A person who claims to be intimately involved with the negotiations has informed the Kurier that Prussia is close to signing a major diplomatic arrangement that will “facilitate central European unity”.  It is unclear as to who Prussia might be discussing such a deal with, but the Von Majewski’s have made a concerted effort in the last few months to reach out to fellow German states.  Count Von Majewski made diplomatic visits to Switzerland, Bavaria, and two separate visits to Saxony in an effort to better understand the needs of these states.  “The French have dictated an agenda to these states for far too long, but these brave people have rebuked the French once and for all and wish to explore alternatives,” said the Count upon his return from Dresden last month.         

SCHARNHORST MARRIED IN KOENIGSBERG

KOENIGSBERG ‑ The Kurier wishes to join with the Von Majewski royal family in congratulating Field Marshall Gerhardt Von Scharnhorst on his recent wedding to a beautiful Fraulein of noble birth and traditional Prussian upbringing.  The King and the entire Royal Family attended the extraordinary affair held at the historic Königsberger Dom (Koenigsberg Cathedral) last month.  The festivities concluded at the Von Majewski Palatial Estates outside of Koenigsberg.  With hostilites looming, the Field Marshall has been summoned back from a European vacation in the Mediterreanean, but is expected to be away from his troops though this season.  The absence of Von Scharnhorst, among the most recognized and distinguished of the King’s commanders, has prompted the appointment of General Ramage to temporarily assume Scharnhorst’s command.

                                                                               PRUSSIAN NAVY PREPARES FOR FUTURE

STETTIN – Prussian Naval Minister Count Von Majewski announced a series of broad initiatives designed to increase the quality and quantity of the Prussian naval forces.  These 1800 Accords, as they are being called, include efforts to facilitate and expedite ship modernization, naval training, and to provide a larger presence throughout Prussian ports and coastal waters by the turn of the century.  “I am pleased to announce a 100% increase in the naval department fiscal budget over the next 24 months,” said the Count.  The Prussian navy performed admirably in their first engagements, and captured or destroyed significantly more enemy tonnage than was to be expected, according to Naval Ministry sources.  King Markus was especially pleased with the performance of the Baltic Frigate Fleet. The Prussian Naval Academy in Koenigsberg will also be expanded and a new set of shipyards will be built to accommodate the flood of new naval recruits.

EDITORS DEMAND HARSH LESSONS FOR GERMAN TURNCOATS

There are only two varieties of Germans in this world: those who believe in the sanctity, sovereignty, and the righteousness of Noble rule, and those we will refer to as “turncoat Germans”.
